This will complete the second year of resurfacing since TSPLOST was passed in a regional election.  Along with roads resurfaced during 2013, a total of 26.98 miles of Washington County local, paved roads have been resurfaced out of a total of 130 miles planned over 10 years.  Washington County has over 300 miles of local paved roads and over 400 miles of local unpaved roads.
Over the entire 10 year period of TSPLOST, Washington County will receive about two dollars that will be used for local transportation improvements for every one dollar it pays in.
