GENERAL NATURE OF WORK

[bookmark: _GoBack]This position performs skilled mechanical equipment repair work involving work with heavy construction equipment as well as standard vehicles. Employees of this class are responsible for performing a variety of mechanical duties including welding broken items, obtaining parts, maintaining tools, and keeping the shop area in a clean and orderly condition. Employees must possess knowledge of machines and tools. Work is performed under the supervision of the Public Works Coordinator.

EXAMPLES OF WORK

Essential Job Functions:
Perform skilled mechanical repair and overhaul work on all types of equipment such as automobiles, trucks (both light and heavy duty), heavy equipment and small equipment in accordance with standard trade practices.
Preform general mechanical work.
Preform basic welding
Consults with Public Works Coordinator or Clerk II when parts needed. 
Be able to operate a variety of tools including, but not limited to, welders, cutting torches, drills, band saws, hydraulic jacks and grinders.

Additional Job Functions:
Maintain shop space and tool conditions.
Perform other duties as required.

DESIRABLE KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, AND ABILITIES

Thorough knowledge of basic mechanical principles and ability to utilize mathematical formulas.
Good knowledge and skills of the operation of various types of vehicles and equipment.
Ability to exert up to 100 lbs. of force occasionally, and/or up to 50 lbs. of force frequently, and/or up to 20 lbs. of force constantly to move objects.
Ability to work independently with minimal supervision.
Ability to communicate effectively verbally and in writing.
Knowledge of basic computer functions.
Ability to work under stress when faced with emergency situations.
Manual dexterity including climbing, balancing, stooping, kneeling, crouching, crawling, reaching, handling, and feeling.
